Ice Cream Social - An evening of fun for the whole family with ice cream sundaes, cookies, cake walk, Bingo, and a Share-the-Wealth raffle.
Jog-a-Thon – Popular school day (usually morning) event for K-6 students.  Volunteers needed at event to mark tally sheets, time heats, offer refreshments, and after event to count funds received.
